O YOU KNOW whatit’s like to be

truly starving? Many could say,

“Yes, there are times that | am
hungry”, but could not honestly say they
were ever starving. There are, on the other
hand, many many people who know or have
known the reality of being starving. People
who are malnourished andin poverty, never
getting enough food to satisfy.

Matthew 14:14-21 - And Yahshua (Jesus’

that they may go into the villages, and buy
themselves victuals.”

And they said unto Him, “We have
here but five loaves, and two fishes.” He
said, “Bring them hither to Me.” And He
commanded the multitude to sit down onthe
grass, and took the five loaves, and the two
fishes, and looking up to heaven, He blessed,
and brake, and gave the loaves to disciples,
and the disciples to the multitude. And they
did all eat, and were filled: and they took up
of the fragments that remained twelve
baskets full. And they that had eaten were
about five thousand men, beside women and

Five loaves of bread and two
fish filled five thousand men, PLUS women
and children, and there were still twelve
baskets left over. These people were
hungry, and Yahshua in His tender mercy
made sure that they were fed.

We see again the tender mercy of
Yahweh (God’s Name)? in feeding people in
Exodus 16:1-18. The Israelites were longing
for more tasteful food, and Yahweh provided
bread and quail in abundance. How kind He
is!

Areyou hungry? Idon’t mean physically.
| mean spiritually. Are you satisfied? Do
you feel full and overflowing, joyful and
satisfied, or do you feel empty? Are you
truly happy? Do you feel at peace in your
spirit, or is there something that justisn’t at
rest? Isthere a missing puzzle piece inyour
life? If you do not know Yahweh, there is a
missing puzzle piece in your life. It is the
missing puzzle piece. Without this piece, not
one person can be happy and satisfied. A
prestigious career will not fill the gap. A
wonderful family will not fill in the missing
spot.
